NOTE:  New confinements and permanent releases do NOT require certified brig chasers for escort purposes.
DISCLAIMER:  Failure to provide all required items below at time of confinement may 
                              result in your prisoner being turned away.
         Original Confinement Order (DD FORM 2707, SEP 2005) 
1.   All previous editions of DD FORM 2707 are obsolete and will NOT be    

      accepted.
2. DD FORM 2707 must be completely filled out.  NO copies accepted.
3. Confining offenses must only include those offenses that the prisoner was actually convicted of with a finding of GUILTY.
4. “Medical Certificate” section (9a-10d) must be signed and stamped by a Medical Officer or Physician Assistant (PA), certifying fitness for “x amount of days bread and water” confinement.  Any prisoner under the influence of any drug or alcohol (including withdrawal symptoms) is NOT fit for confinement and will be turned away. 
5. If a female is being confined, a pregnancy test is required.
         Report of disposition of offense (NAVPERS 1626/7, 12-88) 
1.   All previous editions of NAVPERS 1626.7 are obsolete and will NOT be    

      accepted.
            2.   NAVPERS 1626.7 must be completely filled out.
            3.   Confining offenses must only include those offenses that the prisoner was actually  

                  convicted of with a finding of GUILTY.
4. Ensure the NAVPERS 1626.7 is signed by the Commanding Officer. 
         Charge Sheet (DD FORM 458, MAY 2000) 
1.   All previous editions of DD FORM 458 are obsolete and will NOT be    

      accepted.
2. DD FORM 458 must be completely filled out.

3. Charges must be specific. 
         Prisoner Medication Requirements

1. If a Bread & Water prisoner is currently taking medication, that medication
must be brought with the prisoner to the brig at confinement.  The medication shall remain in the custody of the escort until turned over to brig staff.
          Uniform Requirements 
1. U.S. Navy 
         Health and Comfort (H&V) Requirements 

1.  Only those items that have not been previously opened/used will be accepted.
Bread & Water Confinement period (72-hour period, maximum)
1. Confinement period (maximum of 72 hours) begins upon the date punishment is imposed by the Commanding Officer.  The confinement period does NOT begin when the prisoner arrives at the brig.

2.   For example, if a Sailor is awarded 3 days Bread & Water at 2230 on Day X,
      and arrives at 0030 on Day Y, the Sailor will only be able to be confined until
      2359 on Day Z.  Day X counts as Day One; Day Y counts as Day Two; and
      Day Z counts as Day Three.

2. The parent command must pick up their Bread & Water prisoner by 2359 on Day 3 (if 3 days were awarded).  NO exceptions. 
4. The individual being confined must be assigned to a ship and must an E-3 or
                   below.
