Valid reasons for temporary release:

(1) Prisoner must attend a court appearance

(2) Prisoner must complete administrative processing at parent command

(3) Prisoner must attend a mental health examination 

(4) Prisoner must attend a medical/dental appointment

Invalid/unacceptable reasons for temporary release:

(1) Prisoner will be attending a substance abuse treatment center for more than 1 day
(2) Prisoner will be admitted to a medical facility.
(3) Prisoner will be attending admin separation board and will NOT require further confinement.
